Module 2- Ventilation Needs
Goal Statement


The goal of this module is to present the physical differences between children and 
adults, examine various alterations in oxygenation and the role of the nurse in utilizing 
the nursing process to intervene appropriately and optimize the health of the pediatric 
client with dysfunctions of the respiratory system.

Objectives

1. Discuss issues related to SIDS and apnea including possible causes treatment and nursing responsibilities.
2. Discuss the etiology, pathophysiology, clinical manifestation and medical treatment for each: URI’s/croup; otitis media; tonsillitis; bronchitis/bronchiolitis; RSV; cystic fibrosis.
3. Describe the assessment criteria and diagnostic tests for ventilation disorders to respiratory problems; discuss the nursing diagnosis, pathophysiology and nursing interventions for each of the above based on: anatomical location; client’s age

4. Distinguish between upper and lower respiratory tract infections in children.

5. Describe developmental, emotional, and health maintenance needs related to the child with respiratory dysfunction.
6. Identify clinical symptoms that suggest a need for tracheotomy and discuss the nursing care involved when a tracheotomy has been performed.

7. Identify the diagnostic factors of cystic fibrosis and explain the test results for each of the following when CF is present: sweat chloride; chest x-ray; pulmonary function; stools

8. Describe the diagnosis, treatment and nursing responsibilities related to a diagnosis of foreign body aspiration.
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
