Module 4- Hematology and Circulatory Needs
Goal Statement

The goal of this module is to present the congenital and acquired heart defects and circulatory problems that affect the pediatric population.  
Objectives

1. Distinguish between cyanotic and acyanotic cardiac defects in relation to: hemodynamic (blood flow); distinctive manifestations; therapeutic management; complications
2. Describe assessment criteria and diagnostic tests specifically used with suspected or diagnosed cardiac disease, and identify the major congenital cardiac defects.

3. Discuss the use of pharmacologic agents such as digoxin, antibiotics, diuretics, and potassium in the treatment of cardiac disorders.

4. Discuss the role of the nurse in assisting the child and family to cope with congenital heart disease.
5. Outline the nursing care of a child with congenital heart disease in relation to: oxygen needs; fluid/nutrition needs; activity tolerance/rest needs; growth and development

6. Explain the procedure for cardiac catheterization and relate its use to diagnosis and treatment.

7. Discuss the nursing care for the child who has had a cardiac catheterization.

8. Identify the major complications associated with cardiac catheterization.

9. Define congestive heart failure.

10. Describe the clinical manifestations of CHF and outline a plan of care for a child in CHF.

11. Discuss the etiology, pathophysiology, clinical manifestaions, medical treatment and nursing management of: Rheumatic fever and Kawasaki disease.
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
