Module 5- Perceptual/Cognitive Needs
Goal Statement

The goal of this module is to present some common neurological disorders that affect the pediatric population, and techniques for assessment of neurological status.  
Objectives

1. Discuss the etiology, pathophysiology, clinical manifestation and medical treatment for each of the following: meningitis; hydrocephalus; febrile seizures.

2. Describe techniques specific to the assessment of the nervous system.

3. Identify the nursing responsibilities related to the diagnostic procedures used for assessment of cerebral function.

4. Identify possible causes of increase in intracranial pressure and describe the major signs and symptoms seen in ICP.

5. Describe the acute care needs specific to the child with increased intracranial pressure.

6. Discuss nursing diagnoses and outline nursing interventions to address the needs for a child with: bacterial meningitis; hydrocephaly (pre and post operatively); seizures.

7. Distinguish between communicating and non-communicating hydrocephalus.
8. Discuss the anticipatory needs according to growth and development.

9. Discuss the cognitive changes according to growth and development.
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
