Nursing Process

Nursing B27
Part I – Demographics = 3 points

You will lose points for the following:


Incomplete data – missing a dx or pertinent past medical information


Incorrect information


Not identifying active orders

Part II – Pathophysiology = 17 points

You will lose points for the following:


Missing a medical dx


Not explaining the pathophysiology of the illness

Incomplete data – leaving off pertinent complications, not listing s/s,

          not including the family or teaching needs


Not individualizing the signs and symptoms

Part III – Medications = 10 points 

You will lose points for the following:


Not following directions on the NCP

Not being able to answer why they might be taking multiple medications

          for the same disease process


Not identifying drugs with similar side effects


Not relating the drug to this child’s illness


Not having the safe dosage calculated

Part IV – Laboratory and Diagnostic Tool = 10 points
You will lose points for the following:


Not including all the tests


Not explaining the purpose of the test in this situation


Not correlating the results to the client


Not stating what you will do with the results

Part V – Growth and Development = 5 points

You will lose points for the following:


Incomplete work

Inappropriate interventions for the hospital settling or developmental age of the child

Part V – Physical Assessment = 4 points

Narrative Physical Assessment = 6 points (this portion can be written on           the back of the physical assessment form)
You will lose points for the following:

Not being complete, inappropriate documentation – identifying the main problems or not reflecting the status relating to why the child is hospitalized

Not identifying cultural and age specific data
Part V – Plan of Care = 40 points total

You will lose points for the following:


Not being able to validate you nursing dx or interventions


Dx is incorrect or not a high priority, missing a priority dx


Incomplete work


Your plan for the child not reflective of 3rd semester comprehension level

Inappropriate interventions or lack of interventions – not meeting the child’s developmental level


Incorrect rationale

Level Outcome Summary = 3 points

You will lose points if you do not take examples from the day of care and apply them to how you met the objectives of Manager of Care, Provider of Care and Member of Profession.

Presenation = 2


You will lose points for incorrect spelling, grammar and poor quality work.
Note:  The areas indicating how points may be lost is not meant to be all inclusive but rather to assist you in a achieving points by not missing these areas.
